MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 13TH, 2018 MEETING
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Thursday, September 13th, 2018.  Supervisor Joseph Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM with a salute to the flag.  He asked for a moment of silence to remember our men and women in harm’s way in the Mideast and Afghanistan, our Town Historian Dot Burdick, who recently passed away, and for all the victims of September 11th, as everyone remembers where they were at the moment of attack.

LIAISON REPORTS:

Paul Coughlin had nothing to report.


Mark D’Agostino stated that the Planning Board approved the application for a lot line adjustment/minor subdivision for a property on Conklin Hill Road.

Mary Weinberger reported that the Rec. had closed as of Labor Day and that the kids had done a great job of cleaning up.  Now they would be discussing their budgets.

Joseph Norton said that the CAC had done a great job with information on invasive and dangerous plants.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: 
Mr. Norton requested that the following be entered into the record:  The Town Board had worked diligently with our insurance company and our attorneys regarding Community Day and the involvement with Town property.  On August 20th, a letter was sent outlining what our insurance company and our attorneys advised to protect the Town if the Town gets involved.  Response from Master of the Grange, Deb Smith: “I am writing to let you know that the Grange has secured a location, on private property, for the purpose of shooting off our Community Day fireworks.  We have obtained all necessary permits and insurance coverage.  Town business and private citizens have generously contributed to the cost of the fireworks so the fireworks company has been paid in full.  Thank you for the Town’s consideration in helping us fund this spectacular event, but at this point we are good to go, and are no longer in need of further funding.  Mr. Norton’s response on behalf of the Town Board: “The Town Board is glad the grange plans are moving forward and looks forward to another community day.  We always support the Grange whenever we can.  The insurance companies and attorneys offer needed information that ensures safety and security are maintained.  It was the board’s privilege to share that information with you.  Thank you.”
MOTION TO ACCEPT THE AGENDA: Motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Paul Coughlin, to accept the agenda.  Motion carried with a roll call vote was held as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – absent; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.  
NEW BUSINESS:

1. FIRE LOCK BOX FOR TOWN HALL & TOWN GARAGE: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Paul Coughlin, to approve the Fire Company’s request to install lock boxes that would contain the buildings’ keys: two (2) Supra S5 key safes at $38 each to be installed at the Town Hall and the Highway Garage.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – absent; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.
2. ACCEPT C.A.C. AND SCENIC ROAD COMMITTEE RESIGNATIONS: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Paul Coughlin, to accept John Schultz’s resignation from the CAC.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; 
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Linda Eurich – absent; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.  A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to accept Kevin Malloy’s resignation from the 

Scenic Road Committee.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – absent; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.
3. GIANT HOGWEED: The CAC had identified areas in the Town that had Giant Hogweed, an extremely poisonous and even lethal weed, looking much like Queen Anne’s Lace but much larger.  The supervisor stated that if seen, do not touch it but notify the DEC and they will come and eradicate it.  Mrs. Weinberger added that there is a smaller version but just don’t go near any of it.   Pictures of this plant were passed around through the audience.
 4. SENIOR ROOM FUND TRANSFER: After receipt of the check in the amount of $50,000 for the grant to renovate the Senior Citizen Room in the Town Hall, a motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Paul Coughlin, to transfer $50,000 to the Capital Improvement Fund and then into the Town Hall budget line 00-01-1620-41.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – absent; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.
5. SCHEDULE BUDGET MEETINGS: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Paul Coughlin, to schedule two Budget meetings: Thursday, October 4th, 2018 at 6:30 PM, and Thursday, October 18th, 2018, also at 6:30 PM.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – absent; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.
6. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the August 6th Town Board Workshop were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – absent; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – abstained.

The Minutes of the August 9th Town Board meeting were approved with the following changes on the motion of Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino: under Liaison Reports- change Mark D’Agostino’s comments to “…Rec. Committee has been criticized, specifically by Rob Baumstone and Greg Bull, both of whom ran for the Town Board.  The Rec. does a lot for the children and families of Stanford and volunteers don’t deserve criticism.”  With these changes noted, the motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – absent; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – abstained.

The Minutes of the September 10th Town Board Workshop were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – absent; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – abstained.
With no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger at 7:50 PM.  Motion carried with all present voting in favor.
